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PROCLAMATION.

By Bis Excellency Charles Joseph La Trobe,
Esquire, Licutenant Governor in and for
the Colony of Victoria, and its dependencies,
&e, &o., &e.

WHEREAS in pursuance of the provisions

of an Act of the Imperial Parliament
of Great Britain and Ircland, made and passed
in the 5th and 6tk years of the reign of Her

Majesty Queen Victoria, intituled, ¢ An Act Sor

the Government of New South Wales, and

Van Diemen’s Land,” and of a certain other Act

of the said Parliament, made and passed in the

13th and 14th years of the said reign, intituled,

“An Act for the better Government of Her

Majesty's Australian Colonies” ; and also of An

‘Act of the Governor and Legislative Council

of New South Wales, made and passed in

the 14th year of the said reign, known as « The

Victoria Electoral Act of 1851.” And in

pursuance of the Power delegated by her Majesty

in that behalf, I did by Letters Patent under
the Public Seal of the Colony appoint certain
persons to be Non-Elective Members of the

Legislative Council by the said Acts established.

And whereas CHARLES JAMES GRIFFITH, Es-
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quire, one of the persons named in such Letters
Patent, hath by a writing under his hand ad-
dressed to me, resigned his seat in the said Legis-
lative Council, Now I, Charles Joseph La Trobe,
as such Licutenant Governor aforesaid, do hereby
proclaim that in pursuance of the authority in
me vested, I have by Letters Patent, bearing
even date hercwith, appointed Jomn Oarng
RmpELL, Esquire, to be a Member of the said
Legislative Council, in licu of the said CiARLES
James GrirerrH, Esquire, and until Her Ma.
Jesty’s pleasure shall be known.

Given under my Hand and Seal at Mel-
bourne, this twenty-first day of Juxe,
in the Year of our Lord One thousand
eight hundred and fifty-two, and in
the sixteenth year of Her Majesty’s
