1 have to request that you will publish this arrangement in the
Government Gazette of your colony.

From a separate despatch which T am about to transmit to you,
you will learn the nature of the negotiations which have taken
place between Her Majesty’s Government and the German
Government in regard to New Guinea. .

T take this opportunity.of observing that, simultaneously with
these negotiations, a prospect has been secured of obtaining the
co-operation of Germany in maintaining order, and enforcing
salutary regulations in regard to the labor traftic, purchase of
land, &c., in the Western Dacific. The negotiations on this
subjoet are not yet sufficiently advanced to enable me at present
to enter upon details ; but I have every reason to hope that an
understanding based on sound principles, and making satis-
factory provision for many matters of interest to the colontes,
will shortly be arrived at.
