T have the honour to tranamit to you, for the information of
the Colony under your Government, s copy of a notice recsived
through the Foreign Office, respecting s prize competition to be
held in celebration of the Fourth Centenary of the Discovery of
America.

Tt will be seen that the essays are to be sent in in manuscripts,
but are not to exceed two volumes of 500 pages each, of the same
size and type as those of the complete works of Cervantes, by
Rivadeneyra, 1863-64. From inquiries which I directed to be
made, it appoars that the worlts in question are printed on pages
of the size 11 inches by 7} inches, and that the size of tho print
on the page is 74 inches by 4} inches, with 33 lines to one page.
The type is similar to that in which this Circular is printed.

A DESPATOH has been received at the Foreign Office from Her
Majesty’s Ambassador at Madrid, gending the following précis of
the programme of an International Literary Competition to be
heldp on the occasion of the Fourth Centenary of the Discovery of
America, under the Vice-Presidency of the Duke of Veragua,
who is a lineal descendant of Christopher Columbus :—

“ Précis of Programme of the International Competition.

¢ This competition is instituted with a view of celebmtinF this
great festival with some lasting literary work which will per-
petuate its memory. _This work, for which a prizo will be given,
must consist of an historical study, written in prose, recording
the great event which it is intended to commemorate.

“Yiver since the sixteenth century a great deal has been
written on the life and deeds of Columbus, and no doubt diffi-
culties exist in bringing anything new to bear on the subject.
Tt is proposed, therefore, that the paper to be written should be
of a comprehensive, synoptic, and concise character, without
tedious and recondite details. Although there are numerous
works respecting American travels and discoveries, there is not
one that aufﬁcianﬂ{ demonstrates the marvellous efforts made by
the nations of the Iberian Peninsula from the beginninﬁ‘of the
fifteenth century for the acquirement and knowledge of hitherto
unvisited portions of the planoet in which we live.

*Tn this work thero is a growing interest which, putting aside
various mythical voyages, such as those of Doria and Vivaldi,
and others, began at the epoch when Gil Eannes doubled Cape
Bojador, discovered Guinea, &c., and concluded at the period
when Elcano circumnavigated the globe.

“The culminating point of all these voyages of discovery was
when Columbus first hoisted the European flag on the soil of
the New World, a deed which led to the knowledge of the whole
globe, to the advancement of the Christian religion, and to the
general wealth of all nations. -

«“No doubt the actors in these glorious achievements were
inspired by diverse sentiments, some by the thirst for renown or
wealth, others by the desire to eclipse the feats of the ancient
Greeks and Romans. But the subject to be treated of is the
vast significance of this discovery of Columbus, the centenary of
which it is proposed_to celebrate, without in the least detracting
from the deeds of Bartolomé Dias, Cortes, Pizarro, and others,
bringing into due notice the civilizlngpower Portugal has brought
to bear, and the crowning act of Spain when she, for the first
time, braved the unknown Atlantic and circumnavigated the

lobe.

& ¢“The programme for this paper, thus vaguely sketched, should
contain, in & compendious introduction, accounts of travels and
goographical advances made up to the time of the settlement of
tho Infante Don Enrique of Portugal in Sagres, concluding with
an ample troatise on tho changesand benefits wrought on civiliza-
tion by our united efforts ne regards commerce, the policy of
nations, the extension of learning, &e. i

«The vastness of the subject nccessitates that the paper
should be & highly finished work of art, not so much from the
richness of diction, but rather from the general arrangement and
neatness of style ; for its nobility and beauty should apring from
the simplicity of the phraseology, and from a just appreciation and
careful judgment. . 5

 Any unpublished paper, written ad_hoc, in Spanish, Portu-
guese, English, German, French, or Italian, may enter into the
competition.

¢The Tribunal to award the prize will be composed of two
members of the Royal Academy of History, of one member of
each of the Royal Spanish Academies, and of various others.

“The Diplomatic Representative of each Power will also form
part of the Tribunal ; he will forward, to take part in the compe-
tition, any work of his countrymen, or present any person that
Power may designate. . . .
¢ The Tribunal will select a President, and all d will
be made, by means of voting, by all the members composing it.

«The works presented for competition should be neatly bound,
written legibly on good paper, the name of the author not being
mentionaé’, and marked with a motto ; but the author should write
his name and address in a folded sheet, on the exterior of which
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he should repeat the same motto and the first sentence of his
book. Those folded sheets belonging to works that receive no
prizes will be burnt unopened.

* Although it is difficult to assign the exact dimonsions of the
works entered for competition, they should not exceed two
volumes of 500 pages, of the same size and of the same type as
those of the complete works of Cervantes, by Rivadeneyra,
1863-G4. Still, if desired, another volume, containing documents,
maps, &c., may be added.

“'In order that the Jury may have time to examine and vote,
the competing works should be sent to the Secretary of the Royal
Academy of History before the 1st January, 1892.

“One prize of £1,200 (30,000 pesetas) will be given, together
with a second one of £600 (15,000 pesetas).

‘Tn addition to these awards, each of thess two authors will
be given 500 copies of the edition of his book.

“The Centonary Commission will decide how many copies of
the edition of these works are to be published, and to whom they
are to be presented.

“'I'he authors will preserve full rights over their works, and
will be able to have them reprinteg, translated, &c. But the
Commission, nevertheless, retains_the right of having either or
both of the prize works, should they be in a foreign language,
translated into Spanish,

CHAPTER 29,

An Act to amend tho Passengers Act 1855 and the Passengers
Act Amendment Act 1863,
[12th August, 1889.]
BE it enacted by the Queen’s most Excellent Majesty, by
and with the advice and consent of the Lords Spiritual and
Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parliament assembled,
and by the authority of the same, as follows:

1. Skort title and construction.—This Act may be cited as the
Pagsengers Acts A 1 t Act 1889, and shell be construed
together with the P s Act 1856 and tho Passengers Act
Amendment Act 1863.

2. Amendment of 18 & 19 Vict c. 119, 5. 52; 20 & 27 Vict. ¢. 61,
8, 16.—For the purposes of the fifty-second gection of the Passen-
pers Act 1866 and the fifteenth section of the Passengers Act
‘Amendment Act 1863, the term *‘passenger ship” shall signify
every description of sea-going vessel carrying one or more pas-
senger or passengers on any voyage from any place in Her
Majesty’s dominions to any place whatever.

PUBLIC HEALTH.—BOROUGH OF HORSHAM.
By-Law No. 3,
A By-law of the Local Board of Health in and for the Borough of
Horsham, being the Municipal Council thereof.
IN pursuance of the powers contained in the Publio Health
Acts 1865-88, and of every other power enabling them in
this behalf, the Local Board of Health in and for the Borough of
Horsham, being the Municipal Council thereof, for the purposes
of carrying the said Act into execution within the jurisdiction of
the said local board, doth hereby make the following by-law,
that is to say :—

1. All former by-laws on the matters and things hereinafter
provided for are hereby repealed, excepting as to acts done,
penalties incurred, and proceedings at law pending at the time of
this by-law coming into operation.

2. This by-law shall come into full force and operation on its
confirmation by the Central Board of Health, and immediately
after its publication in the Government Gazette, and shall apply
to and have operation in the whole of the said borough.

3. The occupier or person in charge or having tl_nIe m?)xil;agsmont

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8. No refuse matter or rubbish of any desoription or kind
whatever, or broken bottles or glass, or anything other than urine
and night-soil, shall be deposited in the closet-pans.

9. No closet or trap door shall open or abut upon a street or
lane exceeding 16 feet in width.

10. The occupier of any land in the said borough on which
there shall be erected any stable, cow-yard, cattle-shed, or pig-sty
shall cause such premises to be kept in such a state in respect of
cleanliness as not to be a nuisance or injurious to health, and
shall cause all s0il, dung, or other manure produced or accumu-
lated therein to be from time to time removed from such pro-
mises a8 often as the quantity of the same so produced or accu-
mulated shall amount to one cubic yard ; and if at any time the
occupier of such premises shall neglect or fail to have such dung,
s0il, or other manure removed therefrom as aforesaid, the same
shall be removed by the said local board at the expense of the
saigl occupier.

11. Every person who shall by any act or default be guilty of
any breach of this by-law shall, on conviction, bs liable to a
penalty not exceeding Five pounds, but not less than Five
shillings, and a further penalty of Forty shillings, and not less
than Five shillings, for each day during which such breach shall
be committed or continued.

The Victorian Railways Commissioners Act 1883, do hereby make the following Regulations respecting
the period of employment and wages of Apprentices :—

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REGULATIONS RELATING TO MINING LEASES.

At the Executive Council Chamber, Melbourne, the fourth day of November, 1889¢

PRESENT 3
His Excellency the Governor.

HEREAS by the 43rd Section of the ¢ Mining Statute 1865 ” itis enacted that'the Governor in Council
may from time to time make regulations for the purposes described in such sections with respect to
Jeases to be grauted under the said Act, and generally for carrying out the provisions thereof, and such
regulations from time to time may salter, add to, and rescind: And whereas by the 30th Section of the Act
No. 446, intituled An Act to amend the © Mining Statute 1865,” it is cnacted that the Governor in Council,
in the name and on behalf of Her Majesty, upon application made to him for that purpose, may, with the
consent of the Board of Land and Works, grant leases to any person of mines in, under, or upon lands
granted or reserved for railways, waterworks, public parks, places of recreation, or other public purposes,
subject to such regulations as may be from time to timo passed by the Governor in Council for that
purpose: And whercas by virtue of the Act No. 767, intituled “ An Act to make better provision for the
Construction, Maintenance, and Managemont of State Railways,” all lands granted or reserved for railways
are vested in the Victorian Railways Commissioners: And whereas, in pursuance of the two first recited Acts,
many regulations have been made and passed with respect to gold-mining leases, leases for minerals other
than gold, and leases of mines on lands granted or reserved for railways, waterworks, public parks, places
of recreation, or other publie purposes, and such regulations, or some or other of them, are still of full force
and effect: And whereas it is expedient to rescind all such regulations and to substitute others in their
place. Now, therefore, I, the Governor of the Colony of Victoris, with the advice of the Executive
Council, do hereby rescind all and every regulation now in force with respect to the leases aforesaid;
and, with tho advice aforesaid, do make the Regulations fullowing in lieu thereof, that is to say:—

Lyt oF REGULATIONS,
Theso Regulations shall apply to the whole of the colony of Victoria.

INTERPRETATION CLATSE.

1. In construing these Regulations, the following words and oxpressions shall have the meanings

hereafter assigned to them, oxcept where inconsistent with the context:— |

: “The Governor ” shall mean the Governor of the colony for the time being, or other person for
the time being administering the Government of the colony.

“The Minister of Mines’” shall mean the Minister of Mines for the time being in the said
colony. . .

< The secritary ” shall mean the Secretary for Mines for the colony.

“The warden " shall mean the warden of the gold-fields having jurisdiction over the land applied
for on lease, or the greater part thereof.

“ The clerk ” shall mean a warden’s clerk or clerk of petty sessions..

“The lense” shall mean the lease applied for under these Regulations, whether for gold-mining
or mineral purposes, on Crown lands not vested in the Board of Land and Works or the
Railways Commissioners.

The “reserved lands mining lease ” shall mean the lease applied for under these Regulations of
mines in, under, or upon lands granted or reserved for public purposes, and vested in the
Board of Land and Works or the Railways Commissioners.

#The land ”’ shall mean the land both on and below the surface proposed to be included in the
lease; and the “surface land” only that portion of tho surface of the land proposed to be
included in the lease.

“The application” shall mean the application for n lease left with the warden under these
Regulations, and the expressions “ previous to,” “after,” or “beforc™ the application and
the like shall mean ¢ previous to,” ““after,”” or “ before” the time when the application for
o lease is left with the warden. .

“The applicant” shall mean any person or persons, corporate company or corporate companies,

. or other legally constituted association applying or entitled to apply for a lease under these
Regulations.

The singular number shall include the plural, and the plural the singular. .

Theo calculation of “days” for doing any act shall be exclusive of Sundays, Good Friday, and
Christmas Day. ' :

A month shall mean a calendar month.

2. Where a lease is applied for, for gold-mining purposes only, the extent of the area in thelease shall
not be less than ono acre nor exceed thirty acres, and in the case of a lodo shall not be less than one
hundred yards or exceed six hundred yards along the lode, and the width not less than fifty yards nor more
than two hundred yards across the lode.

Where o lease is applied for, for purposes other than gold-mining, the aren of the land shall be for
the several minerals mentioned below as follows :—

For working Coal—an arca not less than fifty acres or more than six hundred and forty acres.

(d) Where the lease is granted for any one or more minerals and the lessee is desirous of working
some other mineral or minerals on or in the land and not included in the demise of such
land, he shall pay a royalty not exceeding Two pounds for every One hundred pounds
worth of such additional metal or mineral at the pit’s mouth.

35. The Governor or the Governor in Council, as the case may be, shall have power at any time
during the progress of tho application, and before the lease shall be executed by him, to declare by writing
under his hand that the application is abandoned, and after the lease has been executed by him, and before
its execution by tho applicant, that such lease is void; and thereupon the secrotary shall publish in the
Government Gazette a notice to the offect that the application of [raming him] ~ , dated
day of 18 , for a lease of the land [describing it as in the application] was abandoned, or the
lease executed by the Governor, dated the day of .

36. The secretary shall publish in the Gazette a similar notice to that mentioned in the preceding
rule in every case where by these Regulations the applicant is stated to have abandoned, or to be deemed to
have abandoned, his application, or the lease is stated to be void or to be deemed void.

37. The first half-year's rent reserved on the lease shall be deemed to have accrued on the day of
the date of the lense, and shall be paid before the lease is executed by the applicant. :

38. The duplicate application, and all the plans, reports, objections (if any), evidence, and all other
papers and writings' relating to the application shall be deposited with the Minister of Mines, or in such
other place or places as he shall direct; but after the application shall have been dealt with, all written
documontg and certified copics reccived by the warden in evidence from any pergon or persons at the first
court or any nd}'ourned courts nunder these Regulations shall be returned by the warden to the person or
persons from whose custody the samo were produced and delivered to him ; and for that purpose the warden
shall enter in a book fo be kept by him for that purpose the name and address of the person or persons from
whose custody each of such documents or certified copies was produced and delivered ; but the warden shall
not, be liablo for the loss of any such document or certified copy accidentally lost or destroyed. ~Any person
may, with the sanction of the Minister of Mines, obtain copies of or extracts from the particulars aforesaid
on paying Eightpence a folio for any copy or extract, and what may be deeraed right by him for any plan
or map. . .

39, In all leases to be hercafter granted, except such as are issued to Chinese, the clanse in the lease
known a8 tho labour covenant shall contain a provision that the miners and workmen shall not be Chinese.

Persons OcoUPYING THE LAND UNDER “Trm Mining Statore 1865” orammxe COMPENSATION
(cALLep CLAIMANTS). .

40. Every person occupying the land or any part thercof under any licence or right derived under
The Mining Statute 1865 (hereaiter called the claimant), whether he shall or shall not lodge an objection
under Rule 13, shall be entitled to be compensated by the applicant for any buildings or improvements, or
both, made by him, or some one under whom Le claims, on the land previous to the-application; and unless

the applicant and such claimant shall agree on the amount of such compensation, the claimant shall send in

a claim to the warden, who shall determine the same, and also as to whether the claimant is in lawful occupa-
tion of tho land, or any part thereof, under the said Statute, at such time and place as he shall appoint, of
which one clear day’s notice shall be given to the applicant and claimant. Notice of any such agreement
shall be given by the claimant to the warden, and in case he shall not give such notice he shall not be
entitled to the benefit of Rule 42, .

41. The warden shall, at the time and place (whether or not tho applicant and claimant or one or
neither of them attend), proceed to inquire into the matter of. the claim; and shall, as soon as practicable

- Such award shall be in the form marked L in the schedule hereto, and shall be delivered by him to
the claimant. If the-warden shall be of opinion that the claimant is not entitled to compensation, he shall
post & notice to that effect on some conspicuous part of his court. .

The whole deposit or any balince remaining after the payment of éxpenses shall
be ligble to be forfeited and paid into the revenue if the application is abandoned by the applicant, or if the
lease applied for is refused because the applicant has applied for land Jawfully held by-other persons who
have not consented fo the issue of a lease, or if the applicant refuses or neglects to exeeute the lease
within the time specified in these Rules.

44. The deposit of Five pounds made by the objector shall in like manner be subject to the orders of the
Minister of Mines or of the warden for the payment of any costs thereout either to the Crown, the applicant,
or any other person, to be made at any time after the same is deposited and before the expiration of thirty
days from the court being closed, as by these Regulations provided; and the balance (if any) or thé whole
thereof (if no costs ordered to be paid thereout within the timé aforesaid) shall, upon applicatmn to the
warden, be returned to the objector who depositéd the same. -

REGULATIONS FOR THE CARE, PROTECTION, AND
MANAGEMENT OF THE RESERVE FOR A RACE-
COURSE IN THE CITY- AND PARISH OF SAND-
HURS

THE committee of manaﬁement of the reserve for a race-course

in tho city and parish of Sandhurst, having framed the
following regulations for the care, prot 1, and \1
thereof, and for the preservation of good order and duecency
therein, and also for the collection and receipt of tolls, entrance
fses, or other charges for antcrinﬁ therein or thereupon, the
Board of Land and Works doth hereby, in pursuance of ‘the
powers conferred by The Land Act 1884, section 133, make the
said regulations in resgect of the reserve for a race-course in the
city and parish of Sandhurst.

REGULATIONS. i
1. The divisions into which the reserve, with the buildings and
other eréctions and fences thereon, is parcelled out are as fol-
lows :— .

1. The lawn, the grand stand, the saddling-paddock,
the members’ stand and carriage-paddock and ap-
proaches.

2. The weighing yard, the stewards’ room, the committee
room, the committee stand, the stewards’ stand, the
judge’s box and approaches.

2. Subject to the provisions of the seventh regulation, all per-
sons who shall have duly paid for admission to the fifth of the

of the reserve, or those authorized by such committee of man-
agement may from time to time give, as thers may be occasion
with reference to such division.

other persons as the committee of management and committee or
stewards of the Bendigo Jockey Club, or those authorized by
such committee of management, committee, or stewards may.

6. No gerson, unless otherwise permitted under these regu-
lations, shall enter upon the reserve, or any division or part
thereof, unless such person shall have a ticket duly authorizing
him in that behalf,

7. No person who has been proved to the satisfaction of the
committee of management of the reserve, or the committee or
stewards of the Bendigo Jockey Club, or those authorized by such
committee of management, committee, or stewards, to have been
at any time guilty of any mal[)ractica or dishonorable conduct
in connection with racing, or who has been proved to the satisfac-
tion of the committee of management, comrnittee, or stewards, or
those authorized by such committee of management, committee,
or stewards, to be a defaulter, shall enter upon the reserve or any
division or part thercof. -

8. Every member of the Bendigo Jockey Club, and every
person paying for admission to the first, third, fand fifth divi-

5. Using any threatening, abusive, or insulting words.
6. Behaving improperly or riotously.

7. Being found in the first, third, or fifth of the said divi-
sions, and not producing upon demand, or (if required)-
not surrendering to any gatekeeper, servant, or other
person having authority from the committee of manage-
ment of the reserve, or the committee or stewards of
the Bendigo Jockey Club, or those authorized by such
committes of management, committee, or stewards
to demand production or surrender of the same, a
ticket duly authorizing admission to such division,
unless the person so found shall forthwith satisfly
the said committee of management, committee; or
stewards, or those authorized by such committes of
management, committee, or stewards, that the proper
charge for admission has been paid by him, n.ng that
his ticket has been lost or surrendered.

he has been warned by any bailiff of Crown lands or any constable,
does not desist from so offending, may be forthwith apprehended
by such bailiff or constable and taken before some justice of
the peace, and shall, on conviction, forfeit and pay a penalty not
exceeding 'en pounds, .

1. All charges must be paid to the secretary when orders are
given, or before the ground or vault is opened.

2. Application for permission to make a vault or erect a monu-
ment in the cemetery to be made to the trustees. A certificate
of permission, in the form contained in Schedule B, will be
granted to the person applying on payment of the Hroper charges

3. The charges for interment will be remitted on evidence
being produced satisfactory to the trustees that the relatives or
friends of applicant are-unable to pay.
