SHIRE OF DANDENONG.
By-Law 32.

IN pursuance of all or any of the powers conferred
by the Health Act 1890, and by the Local Govern-
ment Aect 1903, the President, Councillors, and Rate-
payers of the Shire of Dandenong order as follows, that
is to say:—

1. This By-law shall apply to and heve operation in
the following portions of the Shire of Dandenong, that
15 to say :—

SPRINGVALE.

Commencing at the south-east corner of Crown allot-
ment 2, section 12, parish of Mordialloc; thence along
Springvale-road to Sandown-road west; thence along
Sandown-road west to the south-east corner of lodged
plan 5825; thence northerly along the eastern boundary
of lodged plan 5825; thence westerly along the northern
boundary of lodged plan 5825 to Springvale-road; thence
along Springvale-road to the north-east houndary of Crown
allotment 2, section 12, parish of Mordialloc; thence
along the northern boundary of Crown allotment 2,
section 12, parish of Mordialloc; thence along Railway-
avenue to Regent-avenue; thence southerly along Regent-
avenue to a point directly opposite St. James’-road:
thence along St. James'-road for a distance of 10 chains:
thence southerly in a direct line to Osborne-avenue;
thence along Osborne-avenue to Regent-avenue; thence
along Regent-avenue to St. James’-avenue; thence along
St, James’-nvenue to the commencing point.

2. Every occupier and every person having the man-
agement and control of any house or premises within the
nforesnid area or portions of the said shire, and to which
house or premises this By-law is applicable, shall con-
struct or cause to be constructed thereon a proper privy
in the form of an earth-closet, which shall comsist of
a suitable privy building, the floor of which is at no
point less than 3 inches above the surrounding ground
surface, and shall have requisite apparatus for the appli-
cation of dry earth or other deodorizing material to the
contents thereof, and shall be constructed and placed
so as to afford ensy means of access for the purpose of
removing the pan, and emptying and cleansing the same.
Every privy attached to any school, licensed publie-
house, hotel, factory, work-room, or common lodging-
house, shall be paved with soma non-absorbent material,
having a fall or inclination from the rise of the seat
towards the back of the building of half an inch fo the
foot. All privies shall be constructed with proper open-
ings or flues to provide sufficient means of ventilation,
and shall be prepared and permitted to be used for the
double-pan service herein provided for.

3. The Council shall cause cvery closet and privy
to Le supplied and kept supplied with two pans for
the reception of night-soil, and a lid to closely fit the
same, and shall cause one or other of such pans to
be kept under the seat aforesaid.

4. The Council shall at least once a week cause the
pan in use to be closed with a close-fitting lid, and
removed with its contents from the premises in the day-
time, and the other pan to be left in its place, and
the night-soil removed, rendered inoffensive.

5. Before leaving any pan in a closet or privy, the
Council shall cause the same to be cleansed by super-
heated steam, and tar-painted inside, or by some equally
efficient means, ,

6. The occupier or person as aforesaid shall not con-
tract for the providing of pans for or removal of night-
soil from such premises except such supply and removal
be in accordance with this By-law.

7. No occupier or such person as aforesaid shall use
a closet pan for depositing any yard or house rubbish
or any other material in (except for deodorizing) other
than hight-soil, or shall damage such pan or lids in any
manner whatsoever.

8. Every such occupier or person shall cause to be
kept in cloget a proper supply of dry earth, ashes, lime,
sawdust, charcoal, or some other effective deodorant
for effectually deodorizing night-soil, and shall cause
all night-soil which may be deposited in the pan placed
in such closet to be immediately on such deposit covered
with a quantity of such deodorizing material sufficient
to thoroughly disinfect the contents of such pan.

9. The Council shall have power, in lieu of making a
rate, to make an annual charge on each occupier or
other person as aforesaid for the pans supplied, and
for the removal of night-s0il and the other work herein
directed, the amount in default of payment to be re-
covered in any Court of Petty Sessions.

10. This By-law shall not apply or be deemed applie-
able to any holding within the said ares which, accord-
ing to the rate-book of the Shire of Dandenong, exceeds
5 ncres in ares, and as to which the health officer or
sanitary inspector of the said shire shall in writing
have certified in manner hereinafter appearing, that in
his opinion such holding need not be included in the
operation of the said By-law. The owner or occupier
of such a holding may at any time, at his or her own
expense, apply for and obtain (if thought fit}) such a
certificate, and shall pay all expense caused to the shire
or the Council thereby, and such certificate shall be
directed and sent to the sccretary of the said shire
by the health officer or sanitary inspector, and shall not
have any effect until so sent.

11. FEvery person who shall by any wilful act or de-
fault be guilty of*any breach of this By-law shall be
liable to o penalty, at the discretion of the Court or
Justices, either of Five pounds for every such breach,
or Two pounds for every day during which such breach
shall be committed or continued, unless the Justices
before whom the penalty is sought to be recovered shall
order any portion only of either of the said penalties,
such portion being not less than Five shillings, to be
paid; and any person committing any such breach as
aforesaid shall be liable to the panalty, notwithstanding
that the Council may be empowered by this By-law or
otherwise to remedy such breach, and whether such
Council has or has not taken advantage of such powers.

Thestacks are to be2 feet wide (or 4 feet 6 inches for long wood) by % feet high, with space between each stack for measuring ; and the
billets (or lengths) are all to lie the same way, 'viz., crossways of the stacks in the form of a cord, and are to be laid as closely and
solidly as possible in the stack and to the satisfaction of the officer receiving the supply. In the event of any inconvenience being
felt, either through delay in delivery or of stacking the wood, the Departinent concerned will purchase the same or re-stack that
delivered, at the risk of the contractor, from whose account any expense incurred thereby will be deducted.

5. The officer receivin{g the supply shall have full power to reject any wood which he may consider not in accordance with the
contract, notice of which will be given to the contractor in writing, atating the reason. The contractor may, however, claim a survoy ;
but in that case he must, within 48 hours after objection is made, give notice thereof in writing to the officer rejecting the wood.

6. The board of survey will be composed of persons appointed by the Honorable the Treasurer, and the decision of the board
of survey is to be considered as final.

. - .
7. If the board of survey shall decide that the supply is not of proper quality, it must be immediately replaced by the con
tractor; failing which. it will be procured elsewhere, and the extra expense, if any, will be charged as in clause 4.

8. Accounts for firewood to be rendered to the Department receiving the supply immediately upon completivn of the order
which must be attached to the account, Payment will be made at the receipt and pay office of the district, or at the 'reasury
Melbourne, a8 the contractor may desire.

9. In the event of any irregularity on the part of the contractor being repeated, it will be competent for the Government,
case such irregularity should be established to the satisfaction of the Tender Board, to cancel the contract forthwith.

10. Contractors are not at liberty to transfer their contracts under cover of power of attorney, coupled with an interest or
otherwise ; and no such transfer will be recognised by the Government. .

{a) regulating and restraining the erection and con-
struction of buildings, erections, or hoardings;

{h) requiring the pulling down and removal of build-
ings, erections, or hoardings;

{c) authorizing the Council to pull down and remove
buildings, erections, or hoardings erected or
constructed contrary to this By-law, or not
pulled down or removed as required by or
under this By-law, and to sell the materials
and apply the prucegds in reimbursing the
expenses of pulling down and removing such
buildings, crections, or hoardings, and in pay-
ing into tite municipal fund any fees or penal-
ties due by the owner thercof;

{d) appointing fees which may be charged and re-
ceived by the Council for any act done, or to
be done, by any of the officers under such By-
law and for any permit or licence to be issued
by the Council,

'[I\‘ pursuance of the Sowers conferred by the Local
: Gorvernment ‘Act 1903, the Mayor, Councillors, and
Citizens of the City of Prahran, with the approval of
the Governor in Council, order as follows :—

Regulation No. 20 of the City of Prahran, made and
passed the 22nd day of January, 1894, and confirmed
on the Sth day of March, 1894, is hereby repealed.

INTRODUCTORY,

1. This By-law shall have foree and effect throughout
the whole municipality.

2. This By-law shall come into operation on its con-
firmation by the Governor in Council and immediately

after its publication in the V#torian Government
Gazette.
PART I.
DEeFINTTIONS.

1. In this By-law, unless inconsistent with the con-
text or subject-matter—

*“ Approved ¥ means approved by the surveyor.

‘“Arca” applied to a building means the super:
ficies of a horizontal section thereof, made at the
point of its greatest surface inclusive of the external
walls and of such portions of the party walls as
belong to the building. s

‘‘ Basement story”’ means any story of a building
which is under the ground story.

‘* Bressummer "’ moans a beam of reinforced con-
crete, or a wrought-iron or steel girder which carries
a wall,

““ Builder ”’ means the master builder or other
person employed to execute any work, or if there
18 no master builder or other person so employed
then the owner of the building or other person for
whom or by whose orders such work is to be done.

‘“ Building ” means any structure capable of
affording protection or shelter either roofed or in-
tended or adapted to be roofed and whether en-
closed by walls or not; but does not include any
greenhouse, aviary, fence, or other similar building
or erection.

“ Cement concretc” means an approved mixture
of high-grade Portland cement, clean sharp sand,
and aggregates consisting of fragments or particles
of hard stone or gravel thoroughly clean and en-
tirely free from combustible matter and from vol-
canic scorie, furnace slag, coke, breeze, or any
material containing any trace of sulphur.

_'“ Conerete-cased steel ” means n form of construe- |
tion in which the steel is designed to support or
resist the whole of the loads and stresses, of what-
ever kind, arising in the structure, such steel being
encased in and entirely covered with cement con-
crete as hereinafter provided, such concrete being
designed as tﬂkiﬂil no part in the support of and
resistance to the loads and stresses.

*“ Cross wall”’ means any internal wall (partitions
excepted) not being less than two-thirds the thick-
ness of the external or party walls, and in no case
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less than nine inches in thickness, built in connexion
with any external or party wall and bonding them
together.

*“ Cubical content” applied to the measurement of
a building means the space contained within the
external surface of its walls, the upper surface of
the floor of its lowest story, and the ceiling or tie
of its topmost story.

“ External wall'’ means an outer wall or vertical
enclosure of any building not being a party wall.

“ Pire resisting” used with reference to any
materials includes :—

{a) Brickwork constructed of good bricks, well
burnt, hard, and sound, properly honded
and solidly put together with good lime
or cement mortar; and

(b) Any stone suitable for building gul_'poses by
reason of its solidity and durability; and

{c) Sheet metals when used for roof coverings;

an .

(d) Iron and steel and (when used for columns,
girders, or wall-framing), encased in
cement concrete or other incombustible or
non-conducting external coating as here-
inafter provided; and

(e) Slate, tiles, brick, and terra-cotta when
used for covering or corbels; and

(f) Concrete composed of broken bricks, stone,
chippings, or ballast and lime, cement or
calcined gyysum. .

“ Foundation ** applied to a wall having footings
means the solid ground or artificially-formed support
on which the footings of the wall rest.

“ Frame-building construction’ means the form
of construction in which the design provides that
the whole of the vertical forces due to the weight of
the structure itsclf, the whole of its structural con-
tents, and the whole of the added loads hercinafter
stipulated, are carricd down to the foundations
solely by means of columns (comprising wall
columns and where requisite interior columns) in
such a manner that neither the external nor the in-
ternal walls, if any, are required to assist in sup-
porting such loads. .

“ Ground story’’ means the story of the building
to which there is an entrance from the outside on
or near the level of the ground, and where there
are two such stories then the higher of the two:
Provided that no story of which the upper surface
of the floor is morc than six feet below the level
of the adjoining pavement shall be deemed to be
the grouncll story.

““Height’’ in relation to any building means
measurement taken from the level of the footway
(if any) immediately in front of the centre of the
face of the building or, when there is no such foot-
way, from the level of the ground before excavation
to the level of the ceiling or tie of the topmost
story.

“%‘Ionrding” includes any erection or structure
erected, built, or constructed or used for the pur-
pose of writing, printing. painting, pasting, or post-
g theroon notices, advertisements, placards, or
other printed, painted, or written matter, or any
erection or structure being of a height greater than
six feet measureds from the level of the ground to
the highest point of such erection or structure upon
which “notices, advertisements, placard, or other
printed, painted, or written matter are printed,
written, painted, pasted, or posted, but does not
include a hoarding erected in a street for the pur-
pose of ecarrying on building opcrations only, or
dwelling house, or shop, or any fence seven feet or
under in height.

‘“Isolated*” used with reference to a building
means that the building is distant from the boun-
dary of the land of any adjoining owner for a
space of not less than ten feet.

““Level of the ground’ means the mean level of
the ground as determined by the surveyor.

‘“New building*’ includes—

{a) Any building erected or commenced to ba
erected after the date of this By-law com-
ing into force; and

{b) Any bhuilding which for more than half its
cubical content has been taken down or
destroyed by fire, tempest, or otherwise,
and is re-erected, or commenced to be
re-erected, wholly or partially on the same
site; and

{¢) Any space between wall and buildings which
is roofed, or commenced to be roofed, after
the date of this By-law coming into force;

an

(d) Any building or erection removed or trans-
ported wholly or in sections into the
municipal district, or from one part of
the municipal district to another part of
the same, after the date of this By-law
coming into force. :
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“ Party wall”” means a wall built to be used as a
separation of two or more buildings or a wall form-
ing part of a building built upon the dividing line
between adjoining premises for their common use.

* Prescribed *’ means prescribed by this By-law.

“ Reinforced concrete’’ means a form of construc-
tion in which cement concrete is reinforced with
steel, these materials being so combined that the
steel will take up and resist substantially the whole
of the tensional stresses and assist in the resistance
to sheer. while the concrete will take up and resist
substantially the whole of the compressional stresses
and assist in resistance to sheer.

“Square” applied to the measurement of any
ares means the space of one hundred square feet.

“ Steel ’ means “ mild steel’ of a standard equal
to that prescribed by the British Board of Trade.

“Surveyor” means the city surveyor, building
surveyor, or other proper officer for the time being
of the municipality.

*“ Topmost story’’ means the uppermost story in
s building whether constructed partly in the roof
or not.

“Treasurer” means the treasurer for the time
being of the municipality.

2. For the purpose of this By-law buildings shall be'
divided into three classes—

"Class A.—* Domestic class,” which includes all
buildings subject to small vibration and light load-
ing of floors, such as regidences, residential shops,
offices, hotels, hospitals, private schools, club-houses,
and studios.

Class B.—* Warehouse class,” which includes all
buildings subject to vibration and heavy loading of
floors, such as warchouses, emporiums, factories,
mills, and places for the storage and manufacture
of goods.

Class C.—‘‘ Public building class,”” which inciudes
all buildings designed to accommodate an assemblage
of people, such as theatres, churches, chapels, as-
sembly halls, museums, libraries, and public schoo!s,
the large assembly rooms of hotels, offices, exceeding
eight hundred square feet in orea, and hospital
and school lecture theatres, but not the residential
and office portion of such last-mentioned buildings.-

PART II,

(1) NoTICE OF INTENTION TO BUILD AND LODGMENT OF
PrLANS,

1. No builder shall commence any building, erection,
or structure, or any addition or alteration to any build-
ing, ercction, or structure without first delivering at
the office of the surveyor a written notice of such in-
tention three days before so commencing, and producing
to the surveyor properly prepared plans and specifica-
tions of such building, erection, structure, addition, or
alteration, together with a tracing or copy of the floor
plans of such building, erection, structure, addition, or
alteration, and also details of dimensions, sizes, and
qualities of all materinls, and enumerating any old
meterials proposed to be used in the construction of
same. Such plans and details may be inspected at the
discretion of the surveyor on payment of the fee set
forth in Schedule A to this By-law.

2. The original plans_ and specifications, when ap-
proved, shall be returned to the owner or his agent, but
the tracing or copy of the plans and details of materials
shal! be retained by the surveyor.

{2) PaymMexT oF FEES AND PERMIT.

3. No builder shall commenee anv building. erection,
structure, or any addition or alteration to any building,
ercction, or structure, without having first obtained
from the surveyor a written permit for the commence-
ment’ of same, and without having first psid to the
treasurer the fees in respect thereof set forth in Sche-
dule A to this By-law, having regard to the class of
bnilding, erection. or structure, or any addition or
alteration proposed to be built or erected. In the event
nf the sum so paid being found to exceed the total
amount of fees finallv payable at or before the com-
pletion of suwch building, ereetion, structure, addition.
or alteration, the amount paid in excess of such final
sum ghall be refunded to the person paying the same.
Snch permit shall onlv remain in force and effect for
twelve months from date of issue of sama.

(3) DUTIES OF SURVEYOR.

4. The surveyor shall, upon the receipt of any such
notice as aforesaid, and also upon any work being ob-
served by or .made known to him which is affected
bv the provisions of this Bv-law. but in respect of which
no notice has been given from time to time duvring the
progress of any work affected by such provisions, as
often ag mav he necessary for securine the dve-ohserv-
ance of such provisions, survey any such buildine, struc-
“ture, erection, or work; and cause all such provisions to
be duly observed.

.

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5. The surveyor, at all reasonable times before ur
after the complction of any building, structure, erection,
or work aflected by any of the provisions of this By-
law, or by any terms or conditions on which the ob-
servance of any such provisions may have been lis-
pensed with, may enter and inspect such building,
structure, or work,

6. The surveyor may, for the purpose of ascertaining
whether any building, structure, or erection is in such
a situation, or possesses such characteristics as are
required in order to exempt it from the operation of
any of the provisions of this By-law, at all reasonable
times enter any premises, and he may do therein al
such things as are reasonably necessary for that pur-
pose.

(4) GENERAL PROVISIONS AS TO BUILDINGS.

7. No building uscd or intended to be used as a
dwelling house shall be erected, the front of which
would be nearer at any point than twenty feet to sny
street, the width of which is less than thirty-three feet.
Nothing in this clause shall apply to any building or
structure built or constructed fronting any of the streets
set forth in Schedule C to this By-inw.

8. No builder shall erect, build, or construct, or cause
to be erected, built, or constructed, any building or
structure the external walls of which shall be other
than brick, stone, or concrete, on land abutting on
auny of the streets set out in Schedule B. .

9. As to streets set out in Schedule C, wooden build-
ings may be erected at a distance of not less than eight
feet from the building line of such streets and five feet
at the least from the side boundaries of the land upon
which such wooden building or erection is being built,
but if one external side wall is built of brick, stone, or
concrete, having a parapet cighteen inches above its
own adjoining roof or gutter, then such limited distance
of five feet may as to such brick, stone or concrete
external wall be reduced, provided that the distance
from the wall (unless the same be of brick. stone, con-
crete, or other fire-proof material) of any other building
not in the same occupation be not less than five feet,
but in all other respects such buildings must conform
to provisions of this By-law as to wooden buildings.

10. No person shall erect or construct, or cause to
be erected or constructed, any building or erection upon
or within o distance of 20 feet from the building lne
of Dandenong-road. Such distance of 20 feet shall m
every case -be measured to the front of the verandah or
any other projection.

11. No person shall erect or construet, or cause to be
erccted or constructed, any building or erection upon
or within a distance of 200 feet from the building line
of Dandenong-road unless such building or erection 18
intended to be used wholly or principally for human
habitation, or unless such building is appurtenant to
a building intended to be used for human haRitation.
Nothing in this or the next preceding clause shall apply
to any building which may be erccted on land situate
within a distance of 112 feet west of Closeburn-
avenue, and on land fronting Dandenong-road be-
tween Closeburn-avenue and Chomley-street, nor to
any building which may be erccted or constructed
in the place of a building already erccted or constructed
at this date, except that such new bujlding shall be
similar in character to the present building, and the
distance between such new building and the building
line of Dandenong-road shall not be less than the dis-
tance existing ot this date.

12. The last two preceding clauses shall not agﬂ]y to
any portion of Dandenong-road situate between apel-
street and the bridge over the Brighton railway line.

13. No builder shall erect, build, or construct, or

" cause to be erected, built, or constructed, any building

or structure which is intended to be used, or which
shall or may be used as a shop, office, public building,
or warchouse, unless the external walls thercof shall be
brick, masonry, or concrete.

14. The following buildings and works shall be exempt
from the operation of this By-law :—

(a) All buildings on_land the property of His
Majesty or the Victorian Railways Commis-
sioners,

(b) All buildings on land the property of the Mayor
Counci'lors, and Citizens of the City of
Prahran.

(¢) All temporary offices and sheds used by builders
exclusively for the purpose and only during
the erection of any uvew building at or about
the site of such new building for a period not
exceeding twelve months.

15. All distances slipulated for any building from any
houndary or other building shall be measured as from
the nearest part or projection of such building or struc.
ture to sdch boundary or nearest part or projection of
the other building or structure.

16. If at any time any building erected or constructed
at or prior to this By-law coming into force shall, by
renson of any alteration or glterations thereto as to
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any boundary made subsequent to this By-law, contra-
vene any of the provisions, such building shall in all
respects be subject to the provisions heredf ns fully
as if it had been erected in contravention thereof.

(5) OUTBUILDINGS.

17. Workshops and outbuildings (except stables) of
not more than one and a half squares in area, and not
exceeding eight feet in height srd not containing a
fireplace or o wooden floor, may be erected on any
boundary if the roof and walls thereof are covered with
galvanized corrugated sheet-iron, or other approvea
fire-resisting materisl, provided that such outbuildinga
are distant at least ten feet from any building used as
a dwelling-house on the same allotment or any allot
ment adjoining, save and except that such workshops
and outbuildings may not be erected within a distance
of eighty feet of the frontage to any road or street
being a public highway.

18. Outbuildings, if constructed in wood or partly in
wood and partly in iron, and not exceeding one and
one-half squares in area, may be erected at a distance
of not less than five feet from a boundary and not less
than eighty feet from any street set out in Schedule B.

19. Outbuidings exceeding one and a half squares in
area, including roofed structures or erections for storage
of timber or other materials, shall be subject to all the
conditions and limitations in regard to wooden buildings.

20. Stables shall only be consiructed of brick, masonry,
or concrete, and shall not be erected within a distance
of cighty feet of any road or street, and shall be distant
at least twenty feet from a living room. All manure
pits shall be suitably covered to the satisfaction of the
surveyor,

PART IIL

MATERIALS.

1. Brick used in any building shall be good, hard, and
well burnt. When old bricks are used in any wall they
shall be thoroughly cleancd before being so used, and
shall be whole and good, hard, well-burnt bricks.

2. Sand used for mortar in any building shall be clean
and sharp, free from loam, dirt, and salt or organic
matter,

3. Lime mortar shall be composed of freshly-burnt
lime and sand ian the proportions of nt least one part
by measure of lime and not more than three parts by
measure of sand. All lime intended to be uded for
mortar shall be thoroughly burnt, of good quality, and
be properly slacked before being mixed with the sand.

4. Cement mortar shall be composed of good Portland
cement or other cement of equal quality” approved of
by the surveyor, mixed with clean, sharp sand in the
proportions of at least one part by measure of cement
and not more than four parts by measure of sand.

5. Concrete for foundations shall be composed of
clean broken stone or other hard material approved by
the surveyor broken to a gauge not oxceeding two
inches, and sand well mixed on a wooden floor with
freshly-burnt lime, hydraulic lime, or cement in the
proportions of one part, by measure, of lime to not
more than five parts, or one part of cement to not more
than six parts of the other materials.

6. All timbers and wooden beams used in any building
shall be good, sound material, free from rot, large or
loose knots, shakes, or any other imperfections whereby
the strength may be impaired, and shall be of such
sizes, dimensions, and spacings as set forth in Schedule
D of this By-law,

PART 1V,
EXCAVATIONS, FOUNDATIONS, AND Fo0OTINGS.

1. All excavations for footings of buildings, other than
wood, shall be taken down to a solid bottom, to be
approved by the surveyor, but not less than an averags
of eighteen inches in depth below the natural surface
of the ground, except in the case of special construction
of footing approved by the surveyor, and no footing or
foundation shall, except with the writlen consent of the
surveyor, be of less width than eight inches wider than
the wall standing thereon. Should the excavation for
foundation finish on a clay bottom, the excavatea
trenches shall be covered with a layer of threc inches
of approved sand before the concrete is put in. No
[ooting or foundation shall be commenced to be placea
in position until at least twenty-four hours’ notice shat
have been given to the surveyor that the trenches are
ready for inspection.

2. The surface of the ground between all walls of
buildings shall be levelled up higher than the finished
surface outside and evenly graded to prevent any accumu-
lation of water or drainage beneath the floors.

3. Every pier and story post, as well as every external
wall and every party wall. shall have footings.

4. ;Every building must have a footing which, by itself
or with a foundation, is at least twenty-one inches in
height.
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5. In the case of wooden buildings where wooden
stumps are used for the foundations, such stumps shall
congist of redgum or jarrah, and be not less than four
inches by four inches, spaced not more than four feet
apart, sunk not less than eighteen inches below the
natural surface of the ground, and shall rest on sole
plates of a size and upon a bottom approved by the
surveyor.

PART V.

THICKNESS OF EXTERNAL AND PARTY WALLS FOR ALL
Brick, StoNE, oR CONCRETE BUILDINGS.

1. The external and party wall of buildings of the
douestic and warchouse classes respectively shall not be
huilt if in lime mortar of less thickness than as set forth
in Schedule E to this By-law for their several grades,
which grades are determined according to the heights
and lengths of such external and party walls, such
lengths being measured from the ccntre of one return
wall to another or from the centre of a return wall to a
eross wall,

2. No cellar wall shall be less than nine inches in
thickness. But where a cellar wall is, in the opinion of
the surveyor. too great in length for such thickness, it
shall be increased up to eighteen inclhes or be strengthened
by piers.

3. When the piers betwcen the openings in any wall
are less in aren than one-third of the aren of such wall,
if there were no openings, the piers shall be increased in
thickness to an extent determined by the surveyor, or the
piers built in cement mortar, in which latter case the
area of the piers need not exceed one-fourth of such area
of the wall. This provision shall not apply to shop
frouts or show windows approved by the surveyor.

4. Where piers are specified for any story of a wall
that. story shall be strengthened by building piers pro-
jecting four and a half inches; such piers shall not be
spaced further apart than twelve times the thickness of
the wall, and in no case more than twelve feet apart, and
shall not be less in width than one-fourth of their dis-
tance apart.

5. In the domestic and warehouse classes of buildings
no story shall be of greater height from floor to lowest
part of ceiling or from floor to roof plate than fourtecn
feet, except with the permission of the surveyor.

7. Where it is not desired to have projecling piers the
wall may be built flush, if built four and a half inches
thicker than specified in Schedule E to this By-law with-
out altering the rating of the stories below it.

8. In the case of a party wall any projecting piers re-
quired by Schedule E to this By-law shall be built on
both sides of the wall, or the whole wall shall be built
four and o half inches thicker than specified in the tables
in the said Schedule E appropriate to the class of build-
ing to which it belongs. Tn either case the wall shall
ke built central on the wall below.

9, If walls arc built of ccment mortar instead of lime
morfar they may be of thickness one grade lower than
those set forth in Schedule E to this By-law.

10. Where it is desired to alter or raise or increase
the size of an old building if the walls are. in the
opinion of the surveyor, sound and well consolidated for
the purpuse, and are approved by the surveyor, and the
new work is to be built in cement mortar, the surveyor
shall have power to treat the whole building as if built
in cement mortar and approve of walls of thickness one
grade lower than those given in Schedule E to this
By-law. - .

11. When any building is raised in accordance with the
last preceding clause a steel bond shall be built in on top
of the old wall, such bond to be three-sixteenths of an
inch in thickness and hooked together at all intersections,
the width to be equal to one and a half inches for every
four and a half inches in thickness of the wall built upon
it if 8o directed by the surveyor. :

12. In buildings within Class C of several stories the
external or surrounding walls shall not be of less thick-
ness than those specified in Table B in Schedule E to
this By-law for similar hcights and lengths, and if the
span of the floor-girders or roof-girders or trusses excced
thirty fect, piers of an.extra thickness of at least four
and & half inches shall be provided in number and width
to the satisfaction of the surveyor.

13, In buildings within Class G—

(¢) Where the ceilings or roofs are carried on
trusses or girders or otherwise the thick-
ness of the surrounding walls shall not be
less than those specified in Table C in
Schedule B to this By-law.

(b) Where the length of the wall exceeds one
Jhundred feet. or in case there shall be one
or more stories built above such hall,
theatre or like building, the thickness of the
walls shall be increased four and a half
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* inches or the wall must be strengthened by
picrs or buttresses to the satisfaction of the
surveyor.

(¢) Where solid masonry or brick-in-cement but-
tresses are employed and placed sixteen feet
or less apart, and extended to the foot of
the trusses or girders above, or if iron or
steel pillars are inserted in the walls in
liew of masonry and at distances not ex-
ceeding eighteen feet apart, the thickness
may be reduced in proportion to the in-
crease of strength aflorded by such but-
tresses or pillars, but in no case shall any
wall be less than thirteen and a half inches
thick in the {opmost portion and four and
a half inches shall be added going down-
wards for each story or for each gallery or
for each twenty-five feet in height of wall.
Where iron or steel pillars are introduced
in such walls the brick work round the
pillar shall be bonded into that of the con-
necting walls, and each of such pillars shall
have not less than nine inches of brick wall
around its extreme dimension.

(d) In the case of buildings divided into naves
and aisles by walls of which the upper por-
tions are external and the lower portions
internal and pierced by arched openings
carried on piers or columns the thickness of
the nave walls shall not be less than that
specified in Table C in Schedule E to this
By-law for external and surrounding walls
of similar heights, lengths, and spans, and
the external walls of the aisles shall bo ot
the same thickness unless strengthened by
buttresses or piers to the satisfaction of the
surveyor, in which case the walls may be
four and a half inches less in thickness.

14 Wlhere a wall is built in eement mortar or with
projecting piers the height may be one-lifth greater than
shown in Schedule E to this By-law.

15. Where it is proposed to convert or alter any build-
ing erected for a purpose other than a public purpose
into a public building such conversion or alteration shalt
be carried into cffect in such manner as may be approved
by the surveyor, and the provisions of this By-law shall
apply to the public buildings thereby formed.

16. Except where otherwise provided in this By-law all
external party and cross walls shall be constructed of
brick, masonry, or concrete, and shall be subject to all
the provisions of this By-law.

17. Where a cross wall becomes in any part an external
wall such cross wall shall be of the thickness required for
an external wall of the same height and length and be-
longing to the same class of building.

18. No building of the warehouse class shall extend
to more than four hundred and fifty thousand cubic feet
unless divided by party walls in such manner that no
division thereof extends to more thau four hundred thou-
sand cubic feet. ’

19. No addition shall be made to any building of the
warehouse class or to any division thereof so that the
cubical content of any such building or division shall
exceed four hundred thousand eubic feet, unless the whole

- construction thereof is of fireproof material and the

thickness of the walls is of the extra first-rating.

20, Buildings of more than two stories to be used as
large business cmporiums must be provided with suffi-
cient staircases made fireproof to the satisfaction of the
surveyor. . "

PART VI.
CONSTRUOTION oF BUILDINGS.

Unless where otherwise sanctioned in this By-law all
buildings and struciures shail comply with the fol-
lowing conditiong:— . .-

(1) Walls.

1. Every external party and eross wall constructed of
h_rie.k, stone, concrete, or reinforced conerete or other
similar material approved of by the surveyor shall be
properly bonded and solidly put together with mortay,
and shall contain not less than two rows of hoop iron or
other approved bond. .

2. In the case of walls that are built as hollow walls
the same quantity of stone, brick, or concrete shall be
used in their construction as is provided in this By-law
for solid walls, and no hollow walls shall be built unless
the parts of the same are connected by proper ties either
of brick, stone, or iron placed not more thansthree feot
apart in every fourth eourse. No hollow wall shall be
greater in superficial extent than two squares in any one
story unless strengthened by a cross wall, fireplace, or
projecting pier in each such area, and to the satisfaction
of the surveyor. .
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3. All hollow walls shall be bonded longitudinally by
the inlaying of hoop-iron or other approved-reinforcing
material ome strand to cach half brick in thickness of
wall. The strands shall be laid for the full length of
the wall and turned up and down at ends and openings
and interlaced at angles. The cavity separating the
inner and outer parts of a hollow wall shall in no case
be of a width greater than two and a half inches, nor less
than one and 2 half inches. :

4. Hollow concrete blocks may be used for the con-
struction of walls of buildings of one story, provided
that such walls are not required by these regulations to
exceed nine inches in thickness.

The thickness of the conerete at face and back of such
blocks shall be not less than two and a half inches with
four-inch cavity between and the thickness of the cross
ties shall be not less than two inches for the full height
of the block.

Ties shall be spaced not more than fiffeen inches apart.
Blocks requiring to be built up of specinl sections th.ll
be rebated, dove-tailed, or tongued together to the satis-
faction of the surveyor.

Concrete blocks shall not be used green, and unless
special permission is obtained no block shall be used
within fourteen days from date of construction. The
blocks shall be bedded and jointed in cement mortar.

Joists and beams shall not be let into hollow concrete
walls. .

5. Where the external wall of any building is crected
on the boundary of the land on which the same stands, or
where the overhanging eaves or gutter of such building
would be within two fect of such boundary, then the ex-
ternal wall of such building shall be carried up to form
a parapet fiftecen inches at %’east in height above the roof
or above the highest part of any flat  or gutter as the
case may be.

6. In buildings of the warehouse class the thickness of
such parapet shall be equal to the thickness of sueh wall
in_the topmost story, and in any otker building of a
thickness of eight and a half inches at the least.

7. Every party wall shall be earried up for a height of
fifteen inches above the roof measured at right angles
to the slope thereof, or fifteen inches above the highest
part of any flat or gutter as the case may be, and of a
thickness (in buildings of the warehouse clags) equal to
the thickness of such wall in the topmost story, and in
any other building of a thickness of eight and a half
inches at the least.! Iixcepl that in the case of domestic
buildings, where not more than two buildings are erected
under one roof, it shall be sufficient if the party wall is
carried up to the underside of the roof covering and of
o thickness of eight and a half inches at the least.

8. No verandah shall approach nearer than three feet
to any adjoining property, unless built wholly of fire-
resisting material or separated from any adjoining veran-
duah or premises by a wall eight and a half inches at
least in thickness and projecting four inches at least
beyond the face of the woodwork.

8. Every party wall shall be carried up of the thick-
ness aforesaid above any turret, dormer, lantern, light or
other erection of combustible materials fixed upon the
roof or flat of any building within four feet from such
party wall, and shall extend at the least fiftcen inclhes
higher and wider on cach side than such erection, and
every party wall shall be carried up above any part of
any roof opposite thercto and within four feet therefrom.

10. Every wall and fireplace constructed of brick,
stone, or other similar materials except reinforced con-
crete construction shell have a damp-proof course of
asphalt or other impervious material laid throughout its
entire length and thickness in a position to be approved
by the surveyor, but such damp course may be turned
vertically upwards within the thickness of the wall to a
higher level on the outside.

Where, owing to a change of level, it is not practicable
to lay the same on a level plane throughout the walls of
a_building, the same nay ge laid on two or more level
planes,

Where a damp-proof course is laid on more than one
level plane the ends of the damp-proof courses on each
level shall overlap the ends of the damp-proof course on
the next level. and each of such layers shall be connected
by vertical connexions of the same material.

(2) Recesses and Ohases.
11. Recesgcs may be made in external walls provided—

, {(a) That the backs of such recesses shall not be
of less. thickness than eight and a half
~ inches. =
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(b) Thal over every recess so formed there shall
be an arch of at least two rings of brick-
work or an approved lintel extending in
each cage through the whole thickness of
the wall. Every such lintel ghall have a
bearing on each side of such recess of at
least four and a half inches if the width
of the recess do not exceed threc feet and
otherwise of at least nine inches.

(¢) That the aren of such recesses and openings
shall not, taken together, exceed one-third .
of the whole area of the wnll of the story
in which they are made. No recesses shall
be made under girders or points of special
pressure. The word “area” as used in
this clause means the area of the vertieal
face or elevation of the wall or recess to
which it refers.

12. Recesses in party walls shall not come within
thirteen and a half inches of the inner face of the ex-
ternal walls.

13. Tn an external or party wall a chase shall not be
made wider than thirteen and a half inches nor more
than four and a half inches deep from the face of the
wall nor so as to leave less than eight and a half inches
in thickness at the back or opposite side thereof, and a
chase shall not be made within a distance of seven feet
from any other chase on the same side of the wall nor
within thirteen and a half inches from the nearesi ex-
ternal wall.

(3)  Projections from Buildings.

14. No coping, cornice, string-course, fascia, window.
window-dressing, portico, balecony, balconette, bridge
connecting buildings, balustrade and architectural pro-
i‘ection or decoration shall project beyond the building
ine of any street or alley unless it be of brick, tile, stone,
artificial stone, slate,
other than wood.

15. No projection shall extend more than three inches
beyond the building line at any height less than ten feet
from the level of the public footpath.

16. Every porch, gangway, outside landing and outside
steps shall be of fire-resisting material, and shall not pro-
ject beyond the building line of any street or alley.

17. Every balcony, cornice, or other projection of or
from any external wall shall be tailed into the wall of
the building, and weighted or tied down to the satisiac-
tion of the surveyor, and no cornice, window, or baleony
shall, without special permission of the council, exceed
four feet in projection over the public way in streets over
thirty-three feet in width or more than two feet in streets
of thirty-three feet or less in width.,

18. No shop front shall exceed two stories in height
above the level of the pavement of the public footpath in
front of the shop. No part of the woodwork of any shop
front shall be fixed nearer than four inches to the centre
of the party wall where the adjoining premises are sepa-
rated by a party wall, or nearer than four inches to the
face of the wall of the adjoining premises where the ad-
Joining premiscs have a separafe wall. unless a pier or
corbel of stone, brick, or other incombustible material.
four inches wide at the least, be placed as high as such
woodwork, and projecting throughout an inch at the least
in front thereof between such woodwork and the centre
of the party wall or the separate wall as the case may
be.  Woodwork wholly cneased with metal not less than
l\x'rlzilty-two gauge may be fixed flush with the face of the
wall.

cement, or fire-resisting material

(4) Wood-work in External Walls,

19. All wood-work fixed in any external wall except
bressummers and story posts under the same and frames’
of doors and windows of shops on the ground story of
any building shall be sct back four inches at the least
from the external face of such wall, but frumes of doors
and windows of redgum or other approved hardwood may
be fixed flush with the face of any external wall,

“(5) Bressummers,

20. Every bressummer shall have a bearing in the
dircction of its length of four inches at least at each end
upon a sufficient wall, pier of brick or stone, or upon
an iron story post fixed on a solid foundation. and the
surveyor shall have power in his discretion to require
that every bressummer shall have such story-posts, iron
columns, stancliions, or piers of brick or stone or corbels
as may be sufficient to carry any superstructure. Every
bressummer bearing upon a party wall shall be borne
by a templet or corbel of stone or iron tailed through
at least half the thickness of the wall and of the full
breadth of the bressummer.

21. At each end of every metallic bressummer a space
shall be left equal to a quarter inch for every ten feet
and also for any fractional part of the length of such
bressummer to allow for expansion.
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22, The ends of wooden beams, wood plates, or joists
hearing on party walls shall be at least one and a half
inches distant from the centre line of such party walls.

{6) Flats and Roofs.

a3, The flat gutler and roof of every building and
every turret, dormer, lantern light, skylight, or other
erection placed on the flat or roof thercof, except wooden
cornices and barge boards to dormers not exceeding
twelve inches in depth, and doors, door-frames, windows,
and window-frames in such dormers, lantern lights, sky-
lights, or other erections. shall be externally covered with
slates, tiles, metal, or other fire-resisting materials.

(7) Lighting of Cellars, &c.

24, Where the lowermost rocoms or cellars in any
building (being rooms of which the surfacce of the floor
i3 more than four feet below the level of the nearest foot-
path, street, or lane) cannot be otherwise lighted the
same may be lighted by means of aperiures or areas ex-
tending under the footway. Such apertures or areas
shall be enclosed by solid masonry, concrete, or brick-
work surmounted by n proper stone or metal kerb and
covered with an immovable horizontal iron frame with
wlass cubes or prisms level with the surface of such foot-
way and secured to the kerbing by being run thereto with
lead or zine to the sntisfaction of the surveyor. No such
aperture area or grating shall exiend from the line of
building under the footway more than two feet, nor shall
they be more than four feet in length except with the
written permission of the surveyor.

(8) Closeis and Urinals,

25, No closet or urinal shall be erected or remain in
front of any dwelling or building facing a public high-
way or at a less distance than ten feet from any street
or lane or from the door or window of any dwelling or at
a less distance than two feet from the boundary ot land
not in the same occupation unless the wall on the boun-
dary be built of brick or stone, but such closets or urinals
may be built abutting on any lane of a less width than
sixteen feet.

‘Nothing in this clause shall apply to any closet or
urinal forming part of 2 main building and connected to
an underground sewerage system.

{8) United Buildings.

26. Buildings shall not be united if, when so united as
to form one building, they would not be in conformity
with this By-law.

27. An opening shall not be made in any party wall
or in two esternal walls dividing buildings which, if
taken together, would extend to more than four hundred
thousand cubic feet, except with the approval of the sur-
veyor; and proper fire-resisting deors shall be provided.

28, Whenever any buildings which have been united
cense to be in the same occupation all openings made for
the purpose of uniting the same in any party wall be-
tween the buildings or in any external wall shall be
~topped up with brick or stone work not less in thickness
than the party wall or the external wall (as the case may
be) in which such openings were made, and any timber
not in conformity with this By-law placed in the wall
shall be removed.

20, \Whenever any- buildings which have been united
ceansc to be in the same occupation, the owner thercot
shall forthwith give notice thereof to the surveyor, and
shall cause any openings made in the party wall to be
stopped up as aforesaid.

{10) Set of Chambers.

30, Separate scts of chambers or rooms temanted by
ditferent persons shall, if contained in a building exceed-
iug 3,600 square feet in area, be deemed to be separate
buildings, and be divided accordingly as far as they ad-
join vertically by party walls, and so far as they adjoin
horizontally, cach alternate floor shall be of fire-resisting
malerial.

(11) Alterations and Additions.

31. Where a party or external wall not in conformity
with this By-law las been taken downm, burnt, or de-
stroyed to the extent of one-hali thereof (measured in
superficial feet) every remaining portion of the old wall
not in conformity with this By-law shall either be made
to conform therewith or be taken down,

32. Whenever any addition to or alteration of or other
work for any purpose in to or upon any building {except
that of necessary repairs not affecting ‘the construction
of any external cross or party wall) shall be made or
done such consequential alterations shall be made in
such building as to make it when completed conform
with the provisions of this By-law relating to new
buildings.
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PART VII. =

VENTILATION, LIGHTING, AXD OPEX SPACES.

. 1. Every person who builds or erects 2 new building
whall so construct every room in the lowest storg having
a boarded floor that there shall be for the purposes of
ventilation between the under side of every joist on which
such floor is laid and the upper surface of the tarpaving
or concrete with which the ground surface or site of the
building is covered, a clear space of two inches at the
least in every part and not less than four inches between
such undersides and the ground where the site is not
tarpaved or concreted, and shall cause such space to be
thoroughly ventilated by means of suitable and sufficient
airbricks or by some other effectual method so arranged
as to cause a through current of air to pass beneath
the flooring. The surveyor may require tne surface
under the floor of any building or any part thercof to
be tarpaved or concreted to his satisfaction.

2. Wvery building used or intended to be used as a
dwelling-house shall have an enclosed back yard or open
space of four hundred square feet at the least, apart
from passages under three feét in width, exclusive of any
building thercon. This provision shall not apply to
buildings used as boarding or lodging-houses, hotels, or
{lats.

4. Every habitable room shall be of an average height
of net less than nine feet from the floor to the cciling,
and shall contain not less than 700 cubic feet of space.

4. Every habitable room shall have one or more win-
Adows opening directly into the external air with a total
superficies clear of the sash frames free from any ob-
struction to light equal to at least one-tenth of the floor
area of the room and so constructed that a portion equal
to at least one-iwentieth of such floor area can be opened
and the opening in such case shall extend to at least
seven feet above the floor level. But a room having no
external wall or a room constructed wholly or partially
in the roof may be lighted through the roof by & dormer
window with a total superficies clear of such frames
free from auny obstruction to the light equal to at least
ane-twelfth of the floor area of the room, and so con-
structed that a portion of such window equal to at least ~
one-thirtieth of such floor area can be opened, and the
opening in each case shall extend to at least five feet
agove the flnor level of such room, or such room may be
lighted by a lantern light or skylight of which a portion
equal to at least one-thirtieth of the floor arca can be
opened.

5. Every habitable room constructed over a stable shall
be separated from such stable by a floor rendered im-
pervious to foul air. b

PART VIIL

CrniMnEYS, FLUES, FIBREPLACES, AND HEATING
APPABATUS.

1. Chimneys built on corbels or brick, stone, or other
fire-resisting materials may be erected if the work so
corbelled out does not project from the wall more than
one and a half times the thickness of the wall measured
immediately below.the corbel, but all other chimneys
shall be built on solid foundations and with footings
similar to the footing required in the case of external
and party walls, unless they are carried upon iron
girders with direct bearings upon party external or cross
walls to the satisfaction of the surveyor. .

2. Chimneys and flues having proper soot doora of not
less thun forty square inches may be constructed at any
angle, buf in no other case shall any flue be inclined at
a less angle than forty-five degrees to the horizon, and
every angle shall be properly rounded.

3. All soot doors shall be at least thirteen inches dis-
tant from any woodwork.

4. An arch of brick or stone or a reinforced concrete
lintel or a bar of wrought iron of suflicient strength shall
be built over the opening of every chimney to support the
breast thereof. and where the breast projects more than
four inches from the face of the wall and the jamb on
cither side is.of less width than nine ineches the abut-
ments shall be tied in by an iron bar or bars of sufficient
strength turned up and down at the ends and built into
tlac jambs .for at least eight and a balf inches on each
side.

5. A flue shall not be adapted to or used for any oven,
furnace, cockle, stean boiler, or close fire used for any
purpose of trade or bhusiness or to or for the range or
cooking apparatus of any hotel or eating house unless
the flue is surrounded with brickwork at least eight and
a half inches thick from the floor on which such oven,
furnace, cockle, steam boiler, or close fire is situated to
the Jevel of the ceiling of the room next above the same.

6. A flue used in connexion with a steam boiler shall
be at least fifty feet in height measured from the level
of the floor on which the boiler is placed.
