(9) The Board determines, under the provisions of Section 150 of the Factories and Shops Act 1928 (No. 3677), that any
employer :may fix and pay piece-work prices to any person employed in the glazed pipes and eali-glazed ware, general pottery,
tils, and. terra-cotta sections of the irade at work for which' piece-work prices Aave not been specified above, provided that any
such employer shall base such picce-work prices on the earnings of an average worker working under like conditions, and such
piece-work prices shall be fixed so that an average worker oan earn not less than the wages rates that are fixed by the Board for such

work.
